Building The Future

Typically, women represent less than 4% of the workforce
in the trades so a plan had to include a method of
attracting women by utilizing non-traditional media. As
part of that plan, Sky Advertising instituted a web banner
campaign around the Philadelphia region for two weeks
leading up to the event. 1,000,000 banner impressions
were delivered on women-dominated sites that included
Cosmopolitan.com, Realsimple.com, Sheknows.com,
Glamour.com, Shape.com, Allwomenstalk.com, and
Jezebel.com as well as general news sites like Philly.com,
NJ.com, and HuffingtonPost.com and the career sites
LinkedIn.com, Careerbuilder.com, and Monster.com

RESULTS:

Although there is a very small number of women either in the trades or interested in the trades, the web banner campaign delivered
1,277 clicks (women clicking on the ad and were sent to the SEPTA website that had more information regarding the event). SEPTA
reported the event an unqualified success and have now added more women to their talent pipeline and workforce.
